Knights of Columbus Free Throw Competition 

The Knights of Columbus Council 4726 of St. Joseph Catholic Church is pleased to invite boys and girls ages 9 to 14 to 

participate in a youth free throw championship on Saturday, January 28 at St. Joseph Catholic School's gymnasium.  The 

event will begin with registration at 9:00 am and shooting is to begin at 9:30.  

The event is open to all youth between the ages of 9 and 14 and will have competition in boys and girls age divisions: 

Boys 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14 and Girls 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14. This is the second year that age 9 competitors are eligible 

to compete. All contestants will get 15 free throws with the winners determined by who makes the most shots. In order to 

compete, kids must have parental consent, fill out an entry form and present a valid birth certificate or proof of age provid-

ed by a school. The contestant's age on January 1, 2016 determines what division he or she competes in. Boys and girls 

who enter a Free Throw Championship sponsored by a K of C council are not eligible for another one. 

Medals will be given to the top shooters and each age group winner qualifies for the district Knights of Columbus Free 

Throw Championship. District winners will advance to the regional competition where they will compete to advance to 

the state championship. 

Entry forms are available from Mr. Proctor at school or they can be filled out at the competition.
